This is a short book for busy people who want to know more
about human factors and accident investigation. No prior
knowledge of Human Factors is needed. The book will
appeal to all readers with an interest in workplace safety. All
the competencies of Human Factors are covered at a basic
level and there is a simple audit tool to enable readers to
assess how well human factors is integrated into the day to
day running of their organizations.

The book also serves as a quick introduction to Human
Factors, with the emphasis on safety. Students of human
factors may find the book a useful summary of a key growth
area. Human Factors professionals wanting to re-focus on
safety will also benefit. The book has been written to be
easy to read for readers who speak English as a second
language.
